Teaching, Learning and Assessmen
content and activities

5mins: greet students, take roll
5 mins: intro to project (explain overall plan to create a body of work studying the body to be exhibited at the end of term)

- intro to what we will be doing today, a collection of studies using line
30 mins: abstract life drawing, show (VA) presentation to practice life drawing (line and shape)

- use the board to demonstrate large and loose drawings before each task
- - 10 mins: Demo and (SLA) blind drawing
- - 10 mins: Demo and (SLA) continuous line from middle point
- - 10 mins: Demo and (SLA) gesture drawing (layering linear drawings of the figure)

5 mins: Outline of Body, show (PP) (SS) Keith Haring
- - 5 mins: show (SS) and open discussion (O) on awareness/recognition of the artist’s style and use of line
- emphasise that we are not looking at proportion or anatomical accuracy, the body is just a starting point

5 mins: Differentiation Split class into three groups and allocate tasks to each group (lack of equipment in base classroom so students must
take turns) (H&S) have wipes for students to sanitise any tools after use

- class will have task stations which will rotate every 20 mins, show and verbally go through instructions
20 mins: monoprinting task (organic shape of the body)

- - 5 mins: demo set up a station, roll ink onto laminating sheet stuck to the table, place string in the shape of a body (outline) and create
prints then remove string and print again

- - ask students to listen to the roller and look for the ‘sticky sound’ to confirm they have enough ink

20 mins: (KS)(W)(TS) group work

- - 5 mins each: partner tells you what to draw (blind) handout with poses
- - 5 mins each: partner draws on your back with end of pencil (sanitised)

20 mins:
- - 10 mins: drawing with ink and sticks, students will be given a jar with some ink and water, paper and a stick
- - 10 mins: create small wire sculptures outlining body (wire drawing)

10 mins: tidy up & evaluation: www & w, ebi, likes/dislikes on what was covered in the lesson
- tidy up, congratulate students

Post class reflection What went well and why and even better if…. In relation to learning intentions
What went well and Why (in light of learning intentions)?

- differentiation worked really well in alternating groups
- all students got to try each technique

Even better if (again in light of your learning intentions for the lesson)…….
- if I had tools for wire drawings, this might allow for more creativity
- I should give the specific success criteria to students when they do their evaluation
- would have liked to use a2/a3 sized paper but desks are very small
- It might have been helpful to demonstrate monoprinting to the whole class rather than repeat for each group

Possible Areas for Discussion:
- some students disliked wire drawing, tools could be brought in
- masking tape large pieces of paper onto the wall/window for life drawing

- -Have I managed to create shapes resembling a body using line?
- -Have I created at least 3 monoprints with string inspired by shapes of the body?
- -Have I participated in group work telling my partner what to draw?

5 mins: greet students, take roll
5 mins: recap questioning on last week's lesson focussing on line and shape

- explain with questioning difference between shape and form(2d to 3d) and geometric and organic
- live demo with hands a circle shape, and a spherical form
- (CC) link geometric shape to maths and symmetry, link organic to nature

5 mins: (SS)(PP) show ss presentation and encourage discussion (O) on opinions on artworks
- (SS) Giacometti (H) distortion and surrealism (bodies resemble tin foil body form)
- (using the body as a starting point and not trying to make it look anatomically correct)
- (SS) Tsang (C)collection on dreams, clay (porcelain) and surrealism (resembles plaster texture)

10 mins: make body with tinfoil (VA)show finished tinfoil person
- DEMO along with students step by step
- (SLA) create tinfoil person and play with crushing to make structurally sound form

10 mins: (SLA) create another sculpture using same method to explore technique
- formative assessment mid task evaluation, hold up a student’s work and ask ‘what went well with this?’ (compression, body-like form)

10 mins: (CC) SPHE - communication, students play with body language and pose their sculptures
5 mins: students tie thread to a section of their tinfoil sculpture ((H&S)(W) not the neck) to dip them into plaster mix
10 mins: (H&S) place reused cardboard on the floor to catch dips

- DEMO verbally give H&S instructions with questioning after each statement to check understanding (O)
- (H&S) plaster heats up when it solidifies, gloves and masks must be worn, no dipping hands into mixture, windows must be open,

spillage training
- Demo mix plaster and water to dip sculptures in
- DEMO dipping tinfoil sculpture into plaster safely and carefully tie onto washing line

10 mins: (SLA) students safely dip tinfoil sculptures in plaster one at a time and hang them up to dry
10 mins: tidy up and (EV) self evaluation along with success criteria

- Have I created a tin foil sculpture based on the human body and sculpted it in a way to show body language?
- Have I dipped my sculpture in plaster safely, covering all sides and hung it to dry?

Post class reflection What went well and why and even better if…. In relation to learning intentions
What went well and Why (in light of learning intentions)?

- H&S worked really well, students were cautious and careful when using the plaster
- SS and demos worked really well relating them to the project
- students were very cooperative, cleaned up quickly
- students really enjoyed playing body language and and talking about their sculptures, could expand on this in future

Even better if (again in light of your learning intentions for the lesson)…….
- it would have been helpful to have an extra task incase students finished early/had already dipped their sculptures

Possible Areas for Discussion:
- make sure all students get to dip their sculptures before any student can dip another

- A lot more communication in this class as I was in good humour and students get on well with each other

- (TS)(O) think, pair, share for all three slides on (SS)posters (which is more effective and why? colour, text size, font, balance, images,

30 mins: Demo using canva on projector (inputting text/images, arranging objects)

5 mins: evaluations (www&w, ebi, likes/dislikes) using questions:
- Did I create a poster that included all the success criteria?
- Did I fill out an artist’s statement on my allocated task in a group?
- collect written work, thank students

Post class reflection What went well and why and even better if…. In relation to learning intentions
What went well and Why (in light of learning intentions)?

- timings worked well today
- higher and lower order questioning worked well today
- think pair share worked so well, it really got them thinking and using the language

Even better if (again in light of your learning intentions for the lesson)…….
- peer assessment grading sheet would have been useful for students to grade each other’s work
- I wasn’t clear at the beginning that students needed to sign in to canva first, a step by step demo would have been better
- students did not take photos of work and preferred to use images from canva, posters were still good

Possible Areas for Discussion:
- I would have liked to include life drawing in the exhibition (artist statement task) but many of the students had never studied art before

and created small drawings without pride, I left this task out of the exhibition but am very pleased I used it as it loosened the students
up

example 1: great - clear drawings, specific descriptions with different outcomes, love the use of light
example 2: great - clear drawings, nice and brief descriptions, three very different ideas
example 3: good - drawings are not so clear, i get the ideas but it's a little difficult to read
curated exhibitions:
charcoal drawings: great - well presented, resembled design perfectly, excellent group work, students
